Let us reflect on the Word of God
Jesus harshly criticizes vanity, hypocrisy and selfishness

Faith does not need to appear, but to be. It does not need to be nourished
by courtesies, especially if they are hypocritical, but by a heart capable of
genuine love. Jesus condemns this type of security centered on
compliance with the law.

Jesus condemns this cosmetic spirituality, pretending to be good,
beautiful, but the truth inside is something else! Jesus condemns people
with good manners, but with bad customs, those customs that cannot be
seen, but are done in secret. But the appearance is fair: these people who
liked to walk in the squares, be seen praying, 'make up' with a little
weakness when they fasted... Why is the Lord like this? Notice that there
are two adjectives he uses here, but united: greed and evil.

Jesus advises us this: not to blow the trumpet. The second advice he
gives us: not to only give what we have left over. And it tells us about that
little old woman who has given everything she had to live. And praise that
woman for doing this. And he does it in a somewhat hidden way, perhaps
because he was ashamed of not being able to give more.(Cf Homily of His
Holiness Francis, October 14, 2014, Rome Casa Santa Marta).

2 1. Do you think that doing charity requires some sacrifice?
2. When you help your family or your community, do you like others
to know what you have done?
3. Have you decided to be more generous to other people's needs?

To remember:
"Giving" is the action of the generous. Giving alms, for example, in the
material field. But also giving of my time, sharing my knowledge with
others or spreading my joy with a smile are manifestations of this virtue.

No necesita ser alimentada por
cortesias, especialmente si son hipdcritas, sino por un corazon capaz de
amar de forma genuina. Jesus condena este tipo de seguridad centrada
en el cumplimiento de la ley.

Jesus condena esta espiritualidad de cosmética, aparentar lo bueno, lo
bello, jpero la verdad por dentro es otra cosa! Jesus condena a las
personas de buenas maneras, pero de malas costumbres, esas
costumbres que no se ven, pero se hacen a escondidas. Pero la
apariencia es justa: esta gente a la que le gustaba pasearse en las
plazas, hacerse ver rezando, 'maquillarse' con un poco de debilidad
cuando ayunaban... ¢Por qué el Sefor es asi? Vean que son dos los
adjetivos que usa aqui, pero unidos: avaricia y maldad.

Jesus nos aconseja esto: no tocar la trompeta. El segundo consejo que
nos da: no dar solamente lo que nos sobra. Y nos habla de esa viejecita
que ha dado todo lo que tenia para vivir. Y alaba a esa mujer por haber
hecho esto. Y lo hace de una forma un poco escondida, quiza porque se
avergonzaba de no poder dar mas. (Cf Homilia de S.S. Francisco, 14 de
octubre de 2014, Roma Casa Santa Marta).
